ARTICLS I
Jame Section 1
The name of the Chapter shall be the System Safety Society at
‘‘ashington, D.C..
ARTICLE IT

Jurisdiction

Saction 1

The Chapter shall bave authority to solicit membzrs from the
Districtof Columbia, the State of “aryland, and the Commonwealth
of Virginia,

ATICLE III
Cbjectives

Section i
The objectives of the Chapter are to advance the techrology of
System 3afety in all areas of human endeavor where a systematic
approach and analytical evaluation directed toward hazard control
can be applied, to improve the dissemiration of information
betweer individuals in this field and related fields, to jmprove
public understarding of the discipline, to promote and improve
System Safety as a profession and to promotzs within the Chapter's
Jurisdiction the activities of the Zystem Safety Society.

ARTICLE TV

Chapter-Society Relationships Section 1

The Chapter shall function under the direct sponsorship of the
System cafety Zociety and shall be governed by those provisions of

its Constitution and By-Laws which apply to local Chapters, and
the Chapter's By-Laws.

Section 2

The Charter shall be prepared in duplicate form. The original
shall be in the custody of the Off'lcers of the Chapter; the

duplicate copy shall be retained by the Secretary of the System
Safety Society. The duly authorized signatures of the Officers
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(Continued) Section 2

of the Chapter and the Officers of the Socisty appearing on the
Charter binds the Chapter to the Zociety and obligates the Officers
of both Chapter and the Society in accordance with the provisions
of the Charter.

Section 3

The Chapter shall rot obligate in any way the Society or the
Officers or irembers of the Society, withovt first obtaining the
written approval of the duly authorized representatives of the
Society.

Section &4

Any conflict requiring the interpretation of the provisions of the
Charter shall be resolved by the Zoard of Directors of the Zocietv.

Section 5

The Chapter shall svbmit to the Secretary of the Socjety, in a form
approved by the Zecretary of the Society, an Annval Report
corncerning the activities of the Chapter.

Section 6

The Board of Directors of the Society may, at its discretion,
discontinve the Chapter when, in its opinion, the Chapter has
ceased to exist or its actions are considered detrimental to the
objectives of the Society.

I embership Section 1

rembers of the Chapter shall be persons who are rembers, Honorary
embers, Associate ‘'embers, or 3Student “embers of the System
Safety Society, as defined in the Constitution and By-Laws of the
System Safety Society.

Section 2

Zvery member of the Society whose residence is located withir the
geographical jurisdiction of the Chapter, shall automatically
become a member of the Chapter upon presenting to the Chapter proof
of !"embership in the Society and following payment of the Chapter
dues where such dves are a condition of ‘embership in the Chapter.

Section S

sembership dues shall be the same for all grades of "embership
within the Chapter, except for Honorary “‘embers of the Soclety who
shall pay no dues.
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Officers, Committees and Tenvre. Zection 3

The Officers shall administer the affairs of thes Chapter in
accordances with its objectives, performing those functions as may
be customary with the office and as further defired in the By-laws
of the Chapter.

Section 2
The Ixecutive Committee will he the governing body of the Chapter

and will consist of the current officers and the immediate Fast
President.

Section 3

The officers shall be personc who are mambers of the System Safety
Society.

Section 4

The Cfficers of the Chapter shall be a Fresident, President-Zlect,
Secretary and Treasurer.

Section 5

The President for the initial Chapter term will be chosen by vote
of the ‘embership. Thereafter, the Fresident will be sslected as
stated in Section 6 of this Article.

Section 6

The President-Zlect shall be chosen by the vote of the “embarship
for a Chapter term at the conclusion of which his acscension to the
office of President for the next Chapter term bescomes avtomatic.

Sectior A

The Zecretary shall be chosen by the vote of the ‘embership for a
Chapter Term.

Section 8

The Treasurer shall be chosen by the vote of the "emhership for a
Chapter Term,

Section 9
In the event that officer material is not readily available to the

Nominating Committee, the office of Secretary and Treasurer may be
conbined, and the ballot so marked.

fectior 10

The Chapter term and Terms of Cffice of the Officers shall not
exceed twelve (12) months.
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Officers, Committees and Tenure; Continued. Section 11

Three Directors will be chosen by vote of the ‘enbership for the
initial Chapter Term. Thereafter, two Directors will be selected
for the Chapter Term.

Sectior 12

The 8y-Laws of the Chapter shall provide for the election or
appointment of persons and committees to assist in the administrat-
ion of the affairs of the Chapter.

Section 13

An office shall be declared vacant in the event that an Officer or
Director resigns, is transferred out of the geosraphical jurisdict--
ion of the Chapter or ceases to be a ‘ember of the System Safaty
Society. The vacated office may be filled as provided for in the
By-Laws of the Chapter.

ARTICLZ VII
tlection Frocedures Section 1
rominations for all elective offices shall be made by a “ominating

Committee consisting of a Chairma=n and at least two other members.
Fo Officer shall be eligible to serve on this committee.

The lominating Committee shall select a minimum of two nominees

for each elective office. In no case shall an individual's name

be placed in nomination for more than one elective office excepting
the use of the rule as applies in AXTICLE VI, Section 9.

Section 3

Vo Fember shall have his name placed in nomination without his
consent,

Section L

The pollirg of the ‘embership shall be by means of a letter ballot,
with provisions for write-in candidates. Balloting shall be
conducted for a period of not less than thirty (30) days following
the mailing of the last ballot to the i‘embership. A plurality vote
of the l'embership voting shall constitute election. Ties will be
decided by lottery.

ARTICLE VIIT

leetings Section 1

The Chapter shall hold no less than five meetings each term year.
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Chapter 3y-laws Section 1
The administration of the activities of the Chapter shall be
performed in accordance with the By-Laws established by the Chapter
and in accordance with the provisions of the Charter.

Section 2
The By-Laws of the Chapter shall in no way conflict with the

provisions of the Constitution of the System Safety Zociety, or the
By-Laws of the System Safety Society or the Charter of the Chapter.

ARTICLE X
Section 1

Amendments may be initiated by a patition of at least 10% of the
current Chapter lembership or by a majority of the Ixecutive
Committee.

Section 2

Proposed amendments to the Charter must be presented at a rsgular
mez2ting of the Chapter or at a spscial meeting called for that
specific purpose., They shall be presented in writinz prior to the
meeting for inclusion in the meeting agerda, ard shall be offered
to the members present at that meeting in the form of a motion for
consideration and circulation to the merbership. A& simple major-
ity of thosge present shall be necessary to pass the motion.

Section &

Amendments accspted for further consideration shall be circulated
with 2 ballot to all members in good standing. A two-thirds (2/3)
affirmative vote of all ballots receivad withir thirty davs of the

mailing shall be necessary for Chaptsr approval of proposed amend-
ments.

Section L

Amendments initiated and approved by the Chapter in accordance
with Sections 1, 2, and 3 of this article must be presented to the
Board of Directors of the System Safety Society for approval,

Svch approval is required for a proposed amendment to becoma
adopted.

Objectives ARTICLE I

Section s

The Ckjectives of the Chapter as stated in the Charter shall be
accomplished through meetings, publications, lectures and such
other means as are approved by the Ixecutive Committee. Every
I'ember is encouraged to pursue these otjectives; however, no
Tember shall do so in the name of the Chapter without prior
approval of the Executive Committee.

‘embership ARTICLZ 11
Section 1

Zvery iember, Honorary “ember, Associate ‘‘ember or Student iember
of the System Safety Society whose residence is located within the
geographical jurisdiction of the Chapter may automatically become
2 kember of the Chapter upon presentation of proof of membership
in the System safety Zociety and pay-ant of thz applicable Chapter
dues to the Chapter Treasurer.

Section 2

Dues for the forthcoming Chapter Term shall be established by the
Executive Committee no less than thirty (30) days, nor more than
ninety (90) days before they become payable.

Dves shall become payable on the first day of July.

Any }ember whose dues are unpaid after Janvary 1st of the following
year, or a period of six months in arrears, shall not be entitled
to vote in the affairs of the Chapter, nor may he be nominated for
an elective Office in the Chapter until such time ashis indebted-

ness is erased by payment of the proper amount of money to the
Chapter Treasvurer.

o Chapter “ember may participate in an official action before the
Chapter if he is found to be in arrears to the System Safety
Society lational Treasurer for non-payment of dues.

Any member in arrears of dues payments to the Chapter for a period
of one (1) year will be removed from the Chapter lembership 11st
from the Chapter Roster and from the Chapter mailing lists.
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Officers Section il

The Officers of the Chaptsr shall be a President, President-Tlect,
a 3ecretary and a Treasurer. Officers must be members of the
System Safety Society.

Section 2

The President shall guide the Chapter in the formulation of con-
structive activities and shall preside over the meetings of the
Chapter. He shall appoint necessary committees of which he shall
be an ex-officio member except in the activities of the Nominating
Committee.

At the Annual ieeting ending his term of office, he shall subtmit a
report (either oral or written) summarizing the accomplishments of
the Chapter, and within thirty (30) days after the Annuval ‘eeting,
shall submit a written report to the Secretary of the System Safety
Society.

Saction 3

The President-Zlect shall perform dvties delegated to him by the
President and in the absence of the President, shall assume the
duties of the President.

Section L

The Secretary shall prepare and appropriately distribute minutes
of 211 Chapter and ixecutive Committee meetings and shall maintain
all the records of the Chapter. iithin one hundrasd and twenty
(120) days after the Annval lLeeting, he shall distribute to all
Chapter members a membership roster containing such information as
name, address, affiliation and telephore number of individual
l.embers., Ee shall prepare and distribute other correspondence as
and in a manner directed by the President. EHe shall be a1 ex-
officio member of the lembership Committee.

Section 5

The Treasurer shall maintain custody of all monies of the Chapter
in a marner approved by the Zxecutive Committee and shall pay all
authorized bills against the Chapter. At the Annual “esting ending
his term of office, he shall submit a brief report on the financial
status of the Chapter, and within fifteen (15) days after that
meeting, shall submit a written financial report, and his books

for Audit. Upon final audit, he will then turn over all funds,
firancial records and other properties of the uhspter to his

successor. Ee shall be an ex-officio member of the "embership
Committee.
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Executive Committee Zection 1
The ZIxecutive Committee is the governing body of the Chapter.
Officers serving a term of office shall remain in office until
their successors qualify and ta¥s office.

Section 2
The ZIxecutive Committee shall consist of the President, President-
Zlect, Zecretary, Treasurer, the most recent Past President, an
ex-officlo member, and any Chapter l'ember who is an Officer, a
Director or Committee Chairman of the Chapter.
Three (3) members of the regular :Zxecutive Committee shall const-
itute a quorum.

ARTICLE v
Vacated Cffices Section 1
This Article provides for the filling of vacated elective positions.

Section 2

An elective office shall be declared vacavt by the Ixacutive
Committes in the event that an Officer or Director resigns or ceases
to be a “ember of the Chapter or the System Safety Soclety.

ction g
The office of President , if vacated, shall »at be fill=ed.

Instead, the President-Zlect shall assume the duties of the Presi-
dent for the remainder of the Chapter year.

Section 4
The office of President-Zlect, if vacated, shall be filled as

quickly as possible by special election performed in a manner
specified in Article VI.

Section 5

The office of Secretary, if vacated, shall be filled by avpoirt-
ment by the President, with approval by the Ixecutive Committee.

Section [

The office of Treasurer, if vacated, shall be filled by appoint-
ment by the President, with approval by the Executive Committee.
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Zlection of Officers Section 1

Zlections, toth Annval and Special, of Cfficers shall be performed
in the manner specified by the Charter of the Chapter and by this
Article.

Section 2

dominations for all elective offices shall be made by the
lominating Committee and the ballot shall provide for write-ir
candidates.

Section 3

The VFominating Committee shall select two (2) nominees for =ach
elective position. Ir no case shall a person's name be placed in
nomination for more than orne elective position during any one
election, excepting the case of use of the Chapter Charter, Article
VI, Section 9. I'o person shall be rominated without his prior
consent, either to the I"ominating Committee or as a write-in
candidate.

Section 4

The i‘ominating Committee shall deliver, in writing, its nominations
and a brief resume of each candidates backgrourd to the Zecretary
no less than six (6) weeks prior to the Annual meeting.

Section 5

The Secretary shall prepare the ballot, nominee resume, voting
instrvctions, and suitable return envelopes, and ro less than
thirty (30) days prior to the Annual meeting, shall mail the ballot
package to all lLembers eligible to vote.

Section 6

Ballots cthall be counted by at least three (3) Chapter “embers, no
more thar two (2) of whom are members of the ZIxscutive Committee.
All ballots received by the opening of the Arnual meeting shall be
counted. In the event of a special =zlection, only those ballots
received within thirty (30) days after ballot mail-out by the
Secretary shall be counted. =lection shall be accomplished by a

plurality vote of the membership voting. Ties shall be settled by
lottery.

ARTICLE VIT
Chapter ieetings Section 1

Chapter meetings shall be held at least five (5) times each Chapter
year. The nature, time and place of each meeting shall be determ-
ined or approved by the Executive Committee, except that Special
leetings can be required by written petition signed by 257 or more
of the members in good standing.
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Chapter :eetings; Continued

The Annual veeting shall be the last meeting of the fiscal year.

Section 3
I embers shall be notifisd of 2ll Chapter meetings by written
annovncement mailed by the Secretary at least fourteen (14) days
prior to each meeting.

Section L
dorert's Rules of Order, Revised, shall govern Chapter meeting
conduct when not in conflict with the Constitution or By-Laws of
the System Safety Society or the Charter or By-Laws of the Chapter.

ARTICLZ VIII
Committees Section 4
The Eresident shall appoint the Chairmen and Committee members of
the committees listed in Sections 3 and 4 of this Article and any
others necessary to accomplish the objectives of the Chapter, and
shall notify the membership of such appointments.

Section 2
Zach Committee shall maintain records of the activities of the
cormittes, and shall submit these records to the Fresids-t o his

request. The Committee records will be bound over to the svccesssor
Chairmen.

Section 3
The following committees shal be standing committees:

..embership Committee:

The Membership Committee shall be made up of at least three
(3) persons, each of whom is a i‘ember of tha System Safety
3ociety. The ..embership Committes will solicit members and
maintain current membership records. The committee will also
maintain an active file of members within the Chapter for the
assembly of mailing lists or rosters.

Erogram Committee:

The Program Committee shall consist of the Fresident-Tlect as
Chairman, and at least two other ‘embers who shall develop a
program for the Chapter year for presentation to the member-
ship prior to the first meeting of the new term year. Upon
approval of the #xecutive Committee and the membership, the
Committee will make all arrangements for the programs. The
Committee will notify the Secretary for compliance of Article
VII, ZSection 3.
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Ad Foc Committees

The following Committees shall be Ad Hoc Committees.

Uominating Committee

The iominating Committee, whose function is described in
Article VI, shall be comprised of a Chairman and at least
two (2) other persons, each of whomis a Member of the
Chapter, and by this virture, a iember of the System Safety
Society. 1o member of this committee shall be an Cfficer
or Director of the Chapter.

The Committee shall be appointed by the President no later
than Januvary 1st of his term year.

Firance Committee

The Finance Cormittee shall be comprised of the currert term
Treasurer, an ex-officio member, a Chairman avpoirted by the
President, and two (2) other persons, each of whonis a i'ember
of the Chapter, and by this virture, a 'ember of the System
Safety Society. This committee will perform the following
acts;

Avdit the Treasurer's books and nrepare a formal
Statement of Accounting for the Chapter President
and the membership body.

Frepare a projected Budget for the ircoming President
for use as guidance for his term year.

Section 3
The membership of all committees appointed by the President chall
terminate at the start of the next Annual !eeting.

ARTICLE X

Amendments Section ¢!

Amendments to these By-Laws may be presented by any member in good
standing at any regular meeting of the Chapter or at any Special
meeting called for that specific purpose. They shall be presented
in writing to the President for inclusion on the program agenda,
and shall be offered to the membership present at that meeting on
motion for consideration and circulation to the membershin. A
simpls majority of those present shall be necessary to pass the
motion. Amendments accepted for further consideration and
circulation shall be circulated with a btallot to all i'embers in
good standingz. A two-thirds (2/3) affirmative vote of all ballots

returned within thirty (30) days of the mailing shall be necessary
for adoption of any amendment.
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
