New Mexico Chapter Charter, Constitution and Bylaws
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ARTICLE | - NAME

Section 1. The name of the Chapter shall be the New Mexico Chapter (herein

referred to as the Chapter) of the System Safety Society (herein referred to as the
Society).

ARTICLE Il - JURISDICTION

Section 1. The Chapter's boundaries shall incorporate the area of the state of New
Mexico from a horizontal line 20 miles north of Albuquerque southward. This includes

the ZIP codes of 870XX, 871XX, 872XX, 873XX, 878XX, 879XX, 880XX, 881XX,
882XX, and 883XX.

ARTICLE Ill - OBJECTIVES

Section 1. The objectives of the Chapter are to advance the management and
technology of System Safety in all areas of human endeavor where a systematic
approach and analytical evaluation directed toward hazard control can he applied, to
improve the dissemination of information between individuals in this field and related
fields, to improve public understanding of the discipline, to promote and improve
System Safety as a profession, and to promote within the Chapter's jurisdiction the
activities and objectives of the System Safety Society.

ARTICLE IV - CHAPTER-SOCIETY RELATIONSHIP

Section 1. The Chapter shall function under the direct sponsorship of the System

Safety Society and shall be governed by the provisions of the Society Constitution and
By-Laws and those of the Chapter.

Section 2. The Charter shall be prepared in duplicate form. The original shall be in
the custody of the officers of the Chapter; the duplicate copy shall be retained by the
Executive Secretary of the Society. The duly authorized signature of the president of

the Society appearing on the Charter obligates the Chapter to the provisions of the
Charter.
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obligate in any way the officers or members of the Society without first obtaining the
approval of the duly authorized representatives of the Society.

Section 4. Any conflict requiring an interpretation of the provisions of the Charter shall
be resolved by the Executive Council of the Society.

Section 5. The Chapter president shall submit to the president of the Society an
Annual Report concerning the activities of the Chapter by July 1st of each year.

Section 6. The Executive Council of the Society may, at its discretion, discontinue the
Charter of a Chapter when, in its opinion, the Chapter has ceased to exist or its
actions are considered detrimental to the objectives of the Society.

ARTICLE V - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Every person who is listed on the official roster of the Society and whose
address is located within the geographical jurisdiction of the Chapter shall
automatically become a member of the Chapter.

Section 2. Any person whose address is outside the Chapter jurisdiction (ZIP Code

area) may petition the Society and become a member or retain membership in the
Chapter.

ARTICLE VI - ADMINISTRATION

Section 1. The Executive Committee of the Chapter shall administer the affairs of the
Chapter in accordance with its objectives, performing those functions as may be
customary with the office and as further defined in the By-Laws of the Chapter.

Section 2. The Executive Committee shall consist of the elected Chapter officers, the
immediate past president, appointed directors, and standing committee chairpersons.
The officers shall be persons who hold a membership grade in the Society.

Section 3. The officers of the Chapter shall be a president, vice president, secretary,
and treasurer. These offices may be adjusted or modified, to include co-officers or
deputies when the circumstances, such as travel schedules, warrant.

Section 4. The president of the Chapter shall be chosen by the vote of the
membership for a Chapter term.

Section 5. The vice president shall be chosen by the vote of the membership for a
Chapter term.
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Chapter term.

Section 7. The treasurer shall be chosen by the vote of the membership for a Chapter
term.

Section 8. Chapter terms shall begin on July 1st of every other year and end on June
30th after a two-year term. The transfer of administrative responsibilities will occur at
the Chapter's annual meeting.

Section 9. The By-Laws of the Chapter shall provide for the election or appointment

of directors and standing committees to assist in the administration of the affairs of the
Chapter.

Section 10. An office shall be declared vacant in the event that an officer resigns or
ceases to be a member of the System Safety Society. The vacated office may be
filled as provided for in the By-Laws of the Chapter.

ARTICLE VIl - ELECTION PROCEDURES

Section 1. Nominations for all elective offices shall be made by a nominating
Committee (appointed by the Chapter President) consisting of a chairperson and at
least one other member. Committee members shall be eligible for nomination.

Section 2. The Nominating Committee shall select at least one nominee or each
elective office and the Chapter membership given an opportunity to nominate
additional members. In no case shall an individual's name be placed in nomination for

more than one elective office. No member shall have his name placed in nomination
without his/her consent.

Section 3. The polling of the membership shall be done by means of a letter ballot,
with provisions for write-in candidates. Balloting shall be conducted for a period of not
less than 30 days following the mailing of the last ballot to the membership. A

plurality vote of the membership voting shall constitute election. Ties will be decided
by a coin flip.

ARTICLE VIl - MEETINGS

Section 1. The Chapter shall hold not less than two meetings each calendar year.
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Section 1. The administration of the activities of the Chapter shall be performed in
accordance with the By-Laws established by the Chapter and in accordance with the
provisions of the Charter.

Section 2. The By-Laws of the Chapter shall in no way conflict with the provisions of
the Constitution of the System Safety Society or the By-Laws of the System Safety
Society or the Charter of the Chapter.

ARTICLE X - AMENDMENTS TO THE CHARTER

Section 1. Amendments may be initiated by a petition of at least 10 members of the
current Chapter membership or by a majority of the Executive Committee. Proposed
amendments shall be submitted to the executive secretary of the Society for
Concurrence with rationale for requested changes.

CHARTER AUTHORIZATION

The New Mexico Chapter of the System Safety Society is duly authorized by the
Executive Council of the System Safety Society to function as a Chapter of the
Society in accordance with the provisions of the foregoing this day of , 19
as witnessed by the signatures below:

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1. Purpose. The purpose of these By-Laws is to support and
amplify the Charter of the New Mexico Chapter, System Safety
Society. The By-Laws are applicable to only to members of the
Chapter and are not intended to go against any policy or
requirement of the Society.

25 Officer Nominations. As noted in the Charter, terms of
office are normally 2-years. The Chapter Nominating Committee
shall be the Chapter President and whoever he/she chooses.
Normally, standing committees and directors of the Chapter are not
appointed by the President, but they may be used under certain
circumstances. Vacated offices may be filled by the President on
an interim basis until the next election.

&5 Newsletter. The Chapter Newsletter has proved to be a
significant communications vehicle since its inception in 1987. It
is a desirable service of the Chapter and shall be continued to the
extent possible. No special Newsletter numbers or dates of
delivery are required. But a June 30th Newsletter edition delivery
is needed each year in order to provide a means of disseminating
the annual System Safety Society required reports (Financial,
Activities, Forecast). The Newsletter is disseminated to Chapter

members, the Society, and other parties or organizations in the
best interest of the Chapter.

4, Projects. When Society projects are undertaken, they
should be pursued with vigor, in accordance with an approved
schedule, and as other activities permit. Chapter members elected
or appointed to (national) System Safety Society offices influence
the reputation of the New Mexico Chapter.

5. New Mexico ESPC. The Chapter has been a member of the New
Mexico Engineering Societies President’s Council since 1986 (at the
recommendation of the Society Founder). This continuing membership
enhances the engineering stature of the Chapter and Society and
should be continued and fostered. The Chapter President usually
represents the Chapter (and Society) at ESPC meetings.

6. Membership. From time-to-time, at the discretion of the
Chapter Executive Council, it may be advantageous to the Chapter to
recognize non-System Safety Society members in some form. One
means is to identify them as Associate Chapter Members.

7. Financial. The Chapter maintains a checking account at
the Kirtland Federal Credit Union. The sole purpose of using the
institution is to have an account without service fees.
