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ARTICLE I
Name
1 - The name of the Chapter shall be the Ohio Chapter of the

ufety Society. Hereinafter, the term, Chapter, shall mean the
Ohio Chapter and the term, Society, shail mean the System Sz ety Society.

ARTICLE I
Jurisdiction

Section 1 - The Chapter shall have authority to solAcn menbers within
200 miles of Dayton, Ohio.

ARTICLE III

Objectives

Section 1 - The objectives of the Chapter are to advance the technclozy
of Systen Sufety in ail areas of human endeavor where a systematic
approach and anaivtical evaluaticn directed toward hazard control can
be applicd. to improve the dissemination of information between in
uvals in this field and related fields, to improve public understanding
of the disciplinz, to promote and impreve System Safety 2s a professicn
and to pronote wit thie Chapter's jurxsdxc;ion the activities of

the System Safety Sociaty.

ARTICLE IV -

Chapter Societv Relationship

Socicty to oblipate in any way the officers or members of the Socicty
without firct obtaining the written approval of the duly authorxaed
representatives of the Society.

Section 4 - Any conflict requiring an interpretation of the provisions
of the Charter/Eylaws as deemed nccessary by the Board of Directors,
shall be submitted to the Executive Council of the Society for resolution.

Section 5 - The Chapter shall submit to the Secretary of the Society,
in a form approved by the Secrstary of the Society, an Annual Repor:
concerning the activities of the Chapter.

iection 6 - The Chapter year will run concurrent with the Society
fiscal year.

ARTICLE V

Membership

Section 1 - Every ber of the Society whose residence is located
within the geogr ical jurisdiction of the Chapter will become a
member of tha Chapter upon presentation to the Chapter of proof of
membership in the Society and after payment of the Chapter dues where
such dues are a condition of memtership in the Chapter.

Section 2 - Chapter membership dues shall be the same for all grades
of mefbership within the Chapter, except that Honorary Members of the
Society shall pay no dues.

Section 3 - Dues for the forthcoming Chapter term shall be established
by the Board of Directors not less than 30 days, nor more than 90 days
before they become payable.

Section 4 - Dues shall become payable on the first day of the Chapter
year.

Section 5 - Any member whose Chapter ducs are in arrears for a period
of six months shall not be entitled to vote in the affairs of the
Chapter, nor may he be noninated for an elective office in the Chzster
until such time as his indebtcdness is erased by payment of the dues
owed, to the Chapter Treasurer.

Section 6 - No Chapter member may participate in an official action
before the Chapter if he is found to be in arrears to the System
Safety Socicty Treasurer.

Scction 7 - Any member in arrcars of ducs payments to the Chapter for
a period of one year will be removed from the Chapter membership lxst
and from the Chapter mailing list.
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Officers
Section 1 - The Officers of the Chapter shall be the President,
President-Llect, Secretary, and Treasurer. The Officers shall admin-
ister the affairs of the Chapter in accordance with its objectives,
performing those functions as may be customary with the office and as
further defined herein.

Section 2 - The Officers shall be chosen by electioa from the member-
ship of the Chapter except as otherwise provided. ‘

Section 3 - The terms of the 0"ficers shall be for onme year and shall
terminate at the end of the Annual Meeting.

Section &4 - The President shall guide the Chapter in the formulation
of constructive activities and shall preside over the meetings of the
Chapter. He shall appoint necessary comnittees of which he shall be
an ex-officio member except in activities of the Nominating Committee.
At the Annual Meeting, he shall submit the Annual Report summarizing
accomplishments.of the Chapter for approval of the membership.

Within 30 davs thereafter the Report shall be forwarded to the Secre-
tary of the System Safety Society. The President shall represent the
Chapter at meetings of the Executive Council of the Society.

Secticn 5 - The President will be selected as stated in Section 7
of this Article,

Section 6 - The President-Elect shall perform duties delegated to
him by the President and in the absence of the President shall assume
his duties except as provided in Article X.

Section 7 - The President-Elect automaclc#lly ascends to the office of
the President at the conclusion of the Chapter year.

Section 8 - The Secretary shall prepare and appropriately distribute
minutes of all Chapter and Board of Directors' meetings and shall
maintain all records of the Chapter. Within 120 days after the

Annual Meeti he shall distribute to all Chapter members a membership
roster containing such information as names, addresscs, affiliations
and telephone numbers of individual members. He shall prepare and
distribute other correspondence as directed by the President.

Section 9 -The Treasurer shall maintain custody of all monies of the
Chapter in a manner approved by the Board of Directors and shall pay
Chapter debts as directed by the Board. At the Annual Mceting,

he shall submit a brief report on the financial status of the Chapter
and within 15 days after that meceting he shall submit his financial
report to the Board of Directors. Upon. final audit, he shall turn over
all funds, financial records, and other properties of the Chapter to
his successor.
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Board of Directors

Section 1 - The Board of Directors shall be comprised of three Trustees
and the Chapter Officers who shall be ex-officio members. The Chairman
of the Doard of Directors will be the President of the Chapter.

The Vice-Chairman of the Board will be the President-Elect of the"
Chapter. The Secrctary of the Board will be the Secretary of the
Chapter. Four members of the Board shall constitute a quorum of whem
one member shall be a Trustee.

Section 2 - The Board of Directors is the governing bon of the
Chapter and has full power and authority over affairs of the Chapter
as directed by vote of the membership.

Section 3 - Each year, two Trustees shall be elected, one Trustee for
a term of one year and one Trustee for a term of two years.

ARTICLE VIII

Vacated Offices

Section 1 - An elective office or Trustee position may be declared
vacant by the Board of Directors when unoccupied or when duties of
that office or position are not properly performed.

Section 2 - The office of President, when declared vacant, shall be
filled immediately by the President-Elect who shall assume the duties
of the President for the remainder of the Chapter year and may retain
the office of President=Elect.

Section 3 - The office of President-Elect and Trustee positions, when
declared vacant, shall be filled by special election performed as
specified in Article IX.

Section 4 - The offices of Secretary and Treasurer, when declared
vacant, shall be filled by appointment by the President, with approval
of the Board of Directors.

. ARTICLE IX
Election Procedures

Section 1 - Nominations for elective offices and Trustee positions
shall be made by the Nominating Committee.

Section 2 - The Nominating Committee shall select one or more nominees
for each elective office and trustce position. In no case shall an
individual's name be placed in nomination for more than one elective
office including trustece positions.




[image: image5.jpg]Scction 3 - The Hominating Committce shall not place in nomination
a member's name without his comsent,

Scction 4 - The Nominating Committece shall deliver its nominations
and a bricf resume of each candidate's background, in writing, to the
Secretary not less than 60 days prior to the Annual Meeting.

-
Section 5 - The Secretary shall prepare the ballot, nominee resumes,
voting instructions, and suitable return evelopes, and shall mail
the ballot packages to all members eligible to vote not less than 40 —
days prior to the Annual Meeting.

Section 6 - Ballots shall be counted and certified by the Teller
Committeec. Only ballots cast 10 days prior to the Annual Meeting shall
be counted. Write-in candidates shall be allowed. A preferential vote
of the membership voting, as described in Section 8 of this article,
shall constitute the election. Ties shall be decided by lottery
conducted by the Teller Committee.

Section 7 - Special Elections shall be conducted in the same manner
as regular elections except as described herein. The Nominating
Committee shzll present the nominations to the Secretary not more than
30 days after the declaration of vacancy. The Secretary shall mail
the ballot package not more than 50 days after declaration of vacancy.
Only those ballots cast less than 30 days after this mailing shall

be counted.

Secticn 8 - Preferential voting shall be the rule for mail balloting
when Lhere are multiple candidates for offices or when there are
multiple choice questions to be decided. Voters will indicate the
order in which they prefer the candidates or propositions by placing
the numeral one beside their first preference, the numeral two beside
their second preference, and so on for every possible choice. Id
counting the votes, the ballots will be arranged in piles according
to the indicated first preference - one pile for each candidate.

The number of ballots in each pile will then be recorded for the teller's
report. If more than one -half the ballots show one candidate as
first choice, that choice has a majority in the ordinary sense and the
question is decided. If there is no such majority, candidates will

be eliminated one by one. The ballots in the smallest pile will be -
redistributed into the other piles according to the namcs marked as
second choice.. The number of ballots in each pile will again be
recorded. If more than one-half the ballots are then in one pile,
that candidate is elected. If not, the smallest remaining pile will
be redistributed acording to the second choices, except that, if the
name eliminated in the last distribution is shown as second cheice,
the ballot will be placed according to its third choice. Again the
number of ballots in each pile will be recorded, and, if necessary,
the process will be repeated until one pile contains more than one-
half the ballots. If a ballot having names not marked with a numeral
comes up for placement at any point or with all its marked names




[image: image6.jpg]climinated, it will be sct aside. If, at any stage, two or more candi-
dates are tied for the least popular position, the ballots in the
respective piles will be redistributed with all the tied names treated
as eliminated. For election of Trustces, voters will indicate their
order of prefercnce among the candidates just as 1if only one is to be
elected. The counting procedure will be the same as described above,
except it will be continued until all but the neccssdiy number of
candidates have been eliminated. The Trustee receiving the largest X
number of votes will be elected to the longer tcrm and the one receiving
the lesser number of votes (after elimination of losing candidates)
will be elected to the shorter term.

ARTICLE X

Committees
Section 1 - The President shall_appoint the Chairman and members of
the committees listed in this Article and other committees necessarv,

as determined by the Board of Directors, and shall notify the me bership
of all such appointments.

Section 2 - Committees shall be comprised of one Officer or Trustee
and at least two others selected from the Chapter membership.

Section 3 - ttee shall maintain records of the activities

of the c all submit such records to the President on

his request. The committee records will be bound over to the succeeding
committee chairman.

Section 4 - If the President is not available, committees may be
appointed by the President-Elect subject to approval of the Board
of Directors.

Section 5 - The membership of all committees shall terminate at the
beginning of the Annual Meeting.

Section 6 - The following committees shall be established:

a. Membership Committeec: The Membership Committee will solicit
members for the Chapter and maintain current membership records for

the assembly of mailing lists.

b. Program Committee: The Program Committce shall develop
programs for presentation at Chapter meetings subject to approval of
the Board of Directors. The President-Elect shall be chairman of the
Committee. The Committee shall inform the Chapter Sccretary of
scheduled programs for dissemination to the Membership.





[image: image7.jpg]c. Nominating C ttee: The function of the Nominating Committce
is dcscrikmd in Artic The Committce shall be chaired by a
Trustee. No' member of this Committec shall be an Officer of the
Chapter. The Committee shall be formed before expiration of the first
half of the Chapter year or at the time of a declared vacancy to be
filled by Special Election.

d. Finance Committee: The Finance Committee shall audit the
Treasurer's books and prepare a formal Statcment of Accounting for
the Chapter President and the Membership, and shall prepare, with
assistance of the Trcasurer, a projected Budget for the incoming
President for guidance during the term. .

e. Teller Committee: The Teller Committee will count the election
ballots and post the results at the Annual Meeting or the next meeting
following a special election. No member of the Teller Cormittee
will be an officer of the Chapter or a member of the Nominating
Committee. .

ARTICLE XI

Chapter Meetings

Section 1 - Chanter meetines shall be held himonthlv unless otherwise
scheduled. Yo less than four mestings will be held ‘each year. The

nature, time and place of each meeting shall be determined or approved
by the Board of Directors, except that special meetings will be required
when supported by written petition of 25 per cent or more of the memters
in good standing. 5

Section 2 - The Annual Meeting shall be the last meeting of, the Chapter
year. )

Section 3 - Members shall be notified of all Chapter meetings, including
program descriptions, by written announcements mailed by the Secretary
at least 14 days prior to each meeting.

Section 4 - The rules contained in Sturgis Standard Code of Parliamentary
Procedures, Second Edition, shall govern the Chapter in all cases to
which they are applicable and in which they are consistent with these
Charter/Bylaws and any special rules of order the Chapter may adopt.

Section 5 - A quorum shall consist of 25 per cent of the members in
good standing.
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Amendments

Section 1 - Amendments to these Charter/Bylaws may be proposed either
by a petition of ten per cent of the current Chapter membership or by
majority of the Board of Directors.

Section 2 - Proposad amendments shall be presented at a regular meeting
of the Chapter or at a special mecting called for that purpose.
Amendments shall be provided in writing prior to the meeting for
inclusion in the agenda, and shall be offered in the form of a motion
for consideration and circulation to the membership. A simnle majority
of those present shall be necessary to carry the motion. -

Section 3 - Amendments accepted for consideration shall be circulated
with a ballot to all members in good standing. A two-thirds (2/3)
affirmative vote of the ballots cast within 30 days of the ballot date,
shall be necessary for Chapter approval of proposed amendments.

Section 4 - Anmendments approved by the Chapter in accordance with
this Article will be forwarded to the Executive Council of the Society.
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
